	Description of content: The objective of this initiative is to set out provisions with the view to facilitate the installation of alcohol interlocks in the aftermarket by requiring vehicle manufacturers to provide an installation document to give the necessary details to the technicians installing an alcohol interlock into a certain vehicle model. The requirements are based on the existing European standard (EN 50436).

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: Alcohol interlocks enhance traffic safety by preventing drivers from driving with alcohol concentrations above certain limits. Such devices are not mandatory in the EU but can be fitted in motor vehicles in the aftermarket. In order to facilitate their installation, vehicle manufacturers will be required to provide an installation document with the necessary details for the installation. In Regulation (EU) 2019/2144 such facilitation of the installation of alcohol interlocks is set out for new vehicle models from 7 July 2022 and for all newly produced motor vehicles from 7 July 2024. The proposed provisions are based on the existing EN 50436 standard; Protection of human health or safety; Other
