Requirements of this standard include intervals between periodic inspection and testing, procedure for periodic inspection and testing and procedures for rejection and rendering cylinders unserviceable.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  This document was developed in response to the diversification of types of transportable gas containers available in the global marketplace. It is intended to provide assurance that adequate health and safety protection exists for the intended users of composite cylinders. This document aims to ensure that composite cylinders, at the completion of inspection and retesting, are safe for re-introduction into service for use by the consumer for a longer period of time and thus minimizes the risks of accidents and the attending cost to the country.
